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Maundy Thursday , March 20, 7.00 p.m.
The beginning of the Triduum–The Great Three Days–preceding
the Feast of the Resurrection The Liturgy for this day recalls the
institution of the Lord’s Supper and the washing of feet and ends
with the dramatic stripping of the altar, which reminds us of our
Lord’s stripping before his crucifixion. At the end of the Liturgy,
we are invited to watch with Jesus one hour in the garden, just as
his disciples were asked to do.  We do this symbolically by keeping
watch before our Lord’s sacramental presence at the Altar of Re-
pose in the North Chapel.

Good Friday , March 21, 12.00 p.m., 7.00 p.m.
Certainly the most poignant of the Triduum Liturgies, this is the
day set aside to honor the crucifixion of our Lord, Jesus Christ. The
Noon Liturgy is the Rite set forth in the Book of Common Prayer and
includes the Solemn Collects and Veneration of the Cross, as well as
Holy Communion from the reserved sacrament taken from the
Altar of Repose.

At 7.00 p.m., we will offer The Stations of the Cross. This is an-
other opportunity for working people and families to participate
in the observance of Good Friday. This service will last about forty-
five minutes.

The Great V igil of Easter , Saturday , March 22, 8.00 p.m.
This is the dramatic highpoint of the Triduum. It is the Church year’s
most holy and joyful night. The Vigil draws Christians into the real-
ity of Christ’s life, passion, death, and resurrection through its four
parts:
Lighting the New Fire Beginning in darkness, kindling new
fire, and lighting the paschal candle, we remember that Christ came
as light shining in darkness.
Hearing God’s Word A series of readings from the Old and
New Testaments tells through creation, exodus, prophetic voice,
incarnation, and resurrection the full story of God’s work.
Renewing our Baptismal Covenant In the church’s earliest
years, Baptism commonly took place at Easter Vigil. This
Sacrament unites all believers to Christ’s death and resurrection.
Celebrating the Paschal Feast The Vigil culminates in the
joyous celebration of the feast of God’s people
when the risen Lord invites all to participate
in new life by sharing the feast of his own body
and blood. We share this joy with each other in
the Parlor with the always popular Paschal Feast
with an abundance of good food and drink.

Dear friends,
“I find it hard to believe,” he said, “that
what goes on in my parish is as important
as whether or not some crackpot will push
a button and blow us all up.” That state-
ment elicited some mumbling and nod-
ding of heads, until one young lady spoke
up and said, “There is an urgent sense in
which what goes on in my parish is infi-
nitely more important than whether or
not someone pushes the button.”

This conversation took place several years ago at a small
gathering of clergy from several denominations. I was reminded
of it just the other day during a discussion I had with some parish-
ioners; indeed, I could not begin to count the number of times
that I have been involved in conversations like it over the years
of my ministry. The people change, the dates change, and even
the world situation changes, but there is always a central theme
to the discussion: “Does the church have anything to say to a
world fraught with disillusionment, injustice, and fear?” At least
one priest in a long-ago discussion was willing to say, “Yes!”

Make no mistake about it, we, the church, are engaged in
the most important work that there is. We have good news for
the world and for every individual in it.

In the midst of calamity, we say with the psalmist: “He shall
deliver you from the snare of the hunter and from the deadly
pestilence.” When faced with torment, we proclaim with a won-
derful second-century saint named Polycarp who, when about to
be burned at the stake, faced his tormentors and said, “ The fire
that you threaten burns but an hour and is quenched after a little...”
When we feel disappointment with our fellow Christians, we
affirm with a twentieth-century German named Bonhoeffer, “The
very hour of disillusionment with my brother ... teaches me
that neither of us can ever live by our own words and deeds, but
only by that one word and deed which binds us together– the
forgiveness of sins in Jesus Christ.”

It is only when we see the cross–an instrument of capital
punishment mounted by a city dump–that the truth is made

clear. God, who can use an instrument of torture and ridicule as
a means of victory, God who can take tragic death and turn it
into glorious resurrection is the same God who can transform
our lives from despair to hope, from fear to promise, from death
to life. That’s the good news anticipated by the psalmist and
known to Polycarp, Bonhoeffer, and many millions more through
the centuries; it is the good news for you and me; it is the good
news that St. Paul urges us to proclaim “to principalities and
powers.”

There is no problem, no issue, and no pain so great that is
not summed up in the cross. It is God’s Q.E.D. to the proposi-
tions of sin and death. It is the place where the good news for my
life begins. It is the ensign we follow and the gift we share: the
cross, the cross, the cross.

As we plan for the future and look ahead to all that God will
accomplish in and through St. Luke’s, bear in mind that we are a
community formed by the cross of Jesus, bought with a price and
empowered for ministry. It will be an exciting adventure; there
will be moments of fear and hope, of joy and despair, of death
and resurrection. It is a road of promise centered in the commu-
nity of the parish church and reaching out to the world around us
and beyond. That is why I say “we are engaged in the most im-
portant work there is.”

Grace Transforms Loneliness to Love

Cursillo

Psychologists have determined there are certain things
people universally fear and dread. The first is the fear of speak-

ing in public. The second is the fear of being left alone. It seems
that Man is a pack animal and prefers to be in a group or with a
companion. The secret, hidden fear in every heart is that some-
day there will be no one there.

Dreading being alone and then finding ourselves suddenly
alone can be more traumatizing than having to speak in front of
a dozen audiences. Realizing there is no one to share laughter or
happy times and no one to cry with when there is a tragedy can
be a  frightening thought. Whether the aloneness comes from
leaving home or loss of a loved one through death or divorce, it
is real, and it is heavy on the heart.

When friends say, “It’ll be all right,” “Just hang in there” or
“Time will heal all wounds,”their intentions are good, but this
isn’t always the right cure. The only true cure for “alone” is being
wrapped in the warmth of love–a deep abiding love that comes
without demands from hearts that love simply to love.

This is not an impossible dream. Thousands of people, some
who are alone or who are simply looking for a closeness with
God, find the answer in Cursillo.

Cursillo, Spanish for “short study”, began in Spain in 1944
and moved across the ocean to Waco, Texas, in 1957. Originally a
Catholic movement, it has been adopted by many Christian
churches. A weekend retreat of Christian renewal, Cursillo was
originally held for Spanish gentlemen. Early in the movement in
Spain, a group of men were returning from a Cursillo weekend

when their bus broke down. To pass the time, they sang ”De
Colores”, a folk song which became the theme song of the move-
ment, and the multi-colored rooster in the song became its sym-
bol.

American Cursillo is a three-day retreat centered in love–
agape–that demands nothing and loves simply to love. There are
lessons by laity and clergy and music, food, and laughter. There is
quiet meditation and prayer. Messages and letters from Cursillo
groups around the world sending love and best wishes are read.
At first, it feels strange reading a “love” letter from a stranger
abroad, but after dozens of such letters, written and addressed
especially to you, the heart opens to this wonderful love.

No one asks anything of you or expects anything from you.
Everyone just loves you as God loves you–perhaps the one time
in your life on this planet that this will happen, and it lifts you.

After the retreat, Cursillistas meet to discuss their close-
ness to Christ and to renew their pledge to take God’s love into
the world, where it is sorely needed, to give the love and ask for
nothing in return, to love as Christ loves us.

Years ago, when I made my Cursillo, my group made a ban-
ner with the words, “Grace Transforms”. It still hangs in my home
to remind me of the joy of coming out of the pit of despair and
loneliness to be enveloped in that Cursillo Love. Grace really
did transform, and I shall never be alone again.
