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Thirteen parishioners have been selected by the Senior Warden,
Curt Mowen, with the counsel of Bp. Gary Lillibridge for

the Rector Search Committee after prayerful review and spiritual
direction. He very intentionally attempted to listen to God’s call
in this regard. Ed Hodge’s name surfaced repeatedly as the Chair
of the Search Committee. Mr. Hodge recently resigned from
the Diocesan capital campaign committee and thus told the Senior
Warden that God was calling him to this task six months ago.

Members of the Committee are: Ted Burkhart, Pam Deegear,
Lou Fox, Kirk James, Steve McAllister, Shirley MacNaughton,
Larry Morgan, Carla Morrison, Caroline Mowen, Mary Penaloza,
David Schrantz, Bob Vielock, and Ed Hodge (Chair). The Chaplain
to the Committee is Colette Kohler.

For now, the search committee will be focused on formation:
furthering individual relationship with Jesus Christ and extending
that relationship into a new community—a community formed
for the purpose of listening to members of St. Luke’s Episcopal
Church and listening for God’s purpose for St. Luke’s now and in
the future.

The Committee requests the prayers from our parishioners
in these areas:
•the presence of the Holy Spirit in the conversations and meetings
of the committee;
•patience, quiet, and listening for each and every member of the
committee;
•unity and cooperation among all committee members, that the
work, prayer, praise, and worship will please God and that He
will be exalted in every outcome;
•the families of those on the search committee—that they may
be comforted when family members are gone, strengthened by

changes in family life for this time, and encouraged by the witness
of Faith in Jesus Christ through dedication to this purpose;
•resolve of purpose for each phase in the discernment process;
that the committee members may not feel rushed or feel the
anxiety of needing to complete some task;

•the congregation of St. Luke’s, that each and every member of
our local communion in Christ dedicates herself/himself to prayer
for the search committee and to the process of discerning God’s
will for St. Luke’s Church and School, and
•Colette, as she helps create the spiritual and prayerful foundation
from which the search committee will work.X

Dear friends,
I write this letter in the middle of April
and two things converge in my thinking.
One of them is that Keena and I have just
realized that we have been here for a year.
The other is the excitement generated
by the recent “Hand in Hand
Congregational Training.”

This is truly a fine parish, richly blessed by God. And of
course, this means that God also expects much from us. Luke
writes, “From everyone to whom much has been given, much
will be required…” (Luke12: 48) As I’ve come to know you, I
believe that you understand this passage for what it is: an
invitation to participate in the great generosity of God.

One important way of doing this was demonstrated during
the “Hand in Hand” weekend through the generous sharing of
individual stories. There were stories about who we are, how
God has touched us, the events that have shaped us; our dreams,
longings and experiences of the divine life. This kind of sharing
reflects the generosity of God who has shared with us His story
through scripture and the traditions of the church.

Over and over again, we heard parishioners say, “we ought
to do this more often”, referring in particular to the cross-
generational education times that we experienced on Saturday
and Sunday mornings. Among parish leaders there is
conversation about how to integrate some of the principles
we learned into the ongoing life of Saint Luke’s. One of our
challenges will be to discover how to develop the partnership
between the parish family and the home; teaching people of all
ages how to share their stories as “Authentic, Available and
Affirming Christians”.

However, there is something else that I need to mention –
let me call it, “interimitis”. This particular malady has several

symptoms. One symptom is exhibited by those who seem to
take the attitude that “so long as we have an interim, nothing
particularly useful or exciting can be happening with the parish,
so we will wait until St. Luke’s calls a “real” priest and then,
perhaps, get back on the bus.” A related symptom pops up in
the notion that we need to wait for a new rector to set the
agenda for the future. This, of course, assumes that the parish
has no identity or momentum apart from that which can be
instilled by the rector.

We might ask this question, “How do we want the next
rector to find us when he – or she – arrives at the doorstep?”
Waiting for instructions? I don’t think so! Or will we be found
going about the ministry of the church as the people of God?
My hope is that we be found doing the ministry that Jesus has
committed to our care.

The “Hand-in-Hand” weekend is a case in point. We heard
and learned some things that could be instrumental in shaping
the nature of our parish and the way we do ministry. Will we
respond by moving ahead, or will we simply take a “wait and
see” attitude?

I believe that Saint Luke’s will grow stronger as we become
more intentional in forming the partnership between the parish
family and the homes of our people. We have the generations,
the leadership, and the talents – all we need is the will to make
it happen.

Let me commend to you some scripture references that
you might find helpful: Deuteronomy 6:5-9; Psalm 78:1-4;
Mark 5: 19-20; 2 Timothy 1:3-6; 3:14-16; and some prayers
from The Book of Common Prayer to use in your devotions:

Baptism
The Sacrament of Holy Baptism will be administered at the
9.00 a.m. Eucharist May 11. Baptism makes a human being a
Christian–he is born again or regenerated; original and ac-
tual sin are forgiven; the new Life of Grace has begun; and it
goes without saying that the Holy Spirit is received. Baptism
makes a person part of Christ, and Christ a part of that per-
son:  A “seed” that is truly Christ is planted in us, and our and
our regular use of the means of Grace (e.g., Sacraments), as
well as our participation in the “Body life” of the Church is
how the seed is watered and grows into maturity, the mea-
sure of the full stature of Christ (Eph. 4.13).

A pre-baptismal class will be held in the Parlor, Sat.,
May 10, 10.00-11.30 a.m. It is required for all parents and
godparents (and any other family members wishing to at-
tend). This class will focus on the theology of Baptism, as well
as ways in which the newly-baptized and their families can
be welcomed and incorporated into the Body of Christ at St.
Luke’s. Participants will also learn how they can be encour-
aged and supported in their promise to “support this person
in their life in Christ.”

Day of Pentecost
The Feast of Pentecost (on May 11), formerly called
Whitsunday, is a movable feast day fifty days after Easter that
marks the end of the Easter season. The Church celebrates
and remembers the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the
apostles (Acts 2.1). Because this event signaled the beginning
of the Apostles’ public proclamation of Jesus as the Christ, it
is often called the birthday of the Christian Church. It is also
a traditional day for Baptisms. The liturgical color for the day
is red, recalling the “tongues of fire” that came down upon
the gathered faithful. From the beginning, theologians have
identified the Holy Spirit (the third person of the Trinity) as
none other than the divine Love exchanged eternally between
the Father and the Son. Remembering that the Holy Spirit is
the very love of God, we know that the Holy Spirit cannot
be a divisive influence in a parish church but only a unifying
power. The First Epistle of John warned the Church that we
must “test the spirits,” and we know that the self-regarding,
self-centered, or divisive cannot be the Holy Spirit of God.

Be sure to wear something red to church for Pentecost.

The Great Organ on the disabled list
You may have noticed the past few Sundays that the music, espe-
cially the organ music, has sounded a bit more reserved than
usual. The reason is that Dr. Eaton has been using a small portativ
organ instead of the Great Organ to lead the singing of the
service music and hymns. While the Great Organ has 72 ranks
of pipes, this temporary replacement has only four!

The Great Organ has been put out of commission due to
being coated with a layer of dust which was the result of drilling
into the concrete wall behind the organ to install equipment in
the nave. Once the extent of the dust contamination was ascer-
tained, a claim was coordinated through St. Luke’s insurance
carrier, Church Mutual Insurance.

While there is no apparent permanent damage to the in-
strument, it will have to be cleaned before it can be played
again. We have engaged Pascal Boissonnet, organ builder and
one of St. Luke’s organ curators, for this task, which includes
cleaning the bellows, the windchests, the interior and exterior
parts of the organ, along with all 3616 individual pipes. Boissonnet
and his crew have already begun the meticulous and detailed
process which should take eight to twelve weeks. We believe
that when the organ is thoroughly cleaned it will show no signs
of damage beyond the wear and tear of the cleaning.

Meanwhile, with the leadership of our young Choristers
and the Parish Choir, we will all have to be a bit more inten-
tional about “making a joyful noise unto the Lord” when we sing
on the upcoming Sundays. So, this is your opportunity to “go
forth and SING boldly!” Soli Deo Gloria.

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Bishops from all over the
Anglican Communion of

Churches   will meet this summer
in England for the Lambeth
Conference. The first Lambeth
Conference was in 1868. By that
time it was clear that there was such
a thing in the world as
“Anglicanism,” an ethos of Christian
faith and practice embraced by
many different races and peoples.

Since 1868, Anglican bishops have met at Lambeth every ten
years. The 2008 Lambeth Conference will be different, not
only because of the great controversies and tensions in our
branch of the Church Catholic, or because some Anglican bishops
will not attend (they protest that many other Anglicans have
departed from the Catholic Faith), but because Anglicans the
world over have begun to recognize just how diverse and
pluralistic Anglicanism is and can be in any given part of the
world. For better or for worse, it is impossible to say today that
“Anglicanism” is one particular thing (e.g. Anglo-Catholic or
Evangelical or Broad Church). It is going to be most interesting
to observe how the gathered bishops will even speak of
“Anglicanism.” It will be interesting to see how and where they
draw the line on “Anglicanism.”

I have used the word “pluralism” a lot lately. In my own
mind, pluralism is just a way to describe a population of
something. What I mean may be illustrated by observing that
many different kinds of birds live together in a single forest.
They are all birds, but there is such variety! Most of us accept
this species-pluralism of the forest as a scientific fact and an
indication of the wisdom of God, but we have a tough time
accepting it when thinking of religion. Now the problem is
when pluralism morphs into an ideology and thence into an
“agenda.” I suggest it’s the agenda we fear, not pluralism. It would
be a sinister change indeed if some group of “smart people”
decided that they have a clearer view of the future than anyone
else and determined that only one kind of bird should exist in

the forest–an all-new species derived from the inter-breeding
of every other species, or of just a few favorites. The assumption
(based on ideology instead of scientific knowledge) that this
new species would be better and stronger than anything that
came before it would, of course, be an illusion. The reader
might be thinking that such a new species of bird would be
biologically impossible. Of course, I cannot advocate pluralism
as some sort of desired social end. Pluralism can’t really be (in
my mind) an agenda, or an ideology, or a goal. The goal I believe
we all desire is that deep Life and mysterious Unity
characteristic of the international human community united
in and to Jesus Christ–I mean the community that is the Church
Catholic, which is a key aspect of the New Creation God has
wrought in the real world.

It is interesting that Peter Berger, one of America’s greatest
sociologists, wrote in First Things recently that the evidence
accumulated over the last several decades demonstrates that
modernity does not lead unavoidably to secularism but to
pluralism. He simply pointed to the fact that, a hundred years
ago, practically all of our neighbors were Christians (mostly
Protestants except in certain parts of the United States), and
now our neighbors might be any number of things, including
self-consciously irreligious folks or neo-pagans such as Druids
and Wiccans. It would be a grave mistake to think that the
world is becoming less religious, but it is definitely a world of
greater religious pluralism.

I think that we Episcopalians need to own our pluralism
so that we may have a little mercy on each other. Rowan
Williams, Archbishop of Canterbury, is adamant that the
intolerance characteristic of most parts of the Anglican
Communion today (among both progressives and
traditionalists) is useless to the advance of the Gospel in a world
becoming increasingly fissured along ideological and religious
lines. We Anglicans/Episcopalians should be as committed to
love as we are to our points of view, though it is our duty
under God to follow our consciences and stick to our deepest
convictions. How we shall stick to our convictions and yet be

in this gumbo of a Church?  That is the great challenge before
the bishops at Lambeth. It was in the power of true holiness
that St. Paul wrote to a group of highly sophisticated but
overbearing Christians in Greece: “Knowledge puffs up, but
love builds up” (I Corinthians 8.1). I worry that we Anglicans
are currently so puffed up with our respective points of view
that we shall soon pop. Scientia inflat; caritas aedificat. (In
Christianity, sapientia, “wisdom,” is far superior to mere
knowledge or scientia.) Let us hope that we Anglicans,
represented by our bishops at Lambeth, will follow the program
of our greatest theologian, Richard Hooker (1554-1600), who
insisted that Anglicanism must be “a comprehension for the
sake of Truth” instead of  “a compromise for the sake of peace.”

Staying together feels threatening but is worth it. Christians
love the truth and eschew falsehood, error, and heresy. But let
us remember the limitations for all of us of the human reason,
and that Christian orthodoxy is not the same thing as intellectual
or doctrinal perfectionism. Heresy is terrible. As one of our

bishops wrote a dozen or so years ago, heresy is “cruel” because
it is, ultimately, a form of idolatry by which persons commit
themselves to a false reality. Still I believe that schism is worse
than heresy because schism indicates that people or peoples
really don’t care about one another any more, and I don’t
believe that Christians have that option. If a person is committed
to getting along with–even loving–those who disagree with
him or her on very important matters, then it seems to me
that there is hope for the divided world in which we must live
for a season. Schism is a misunderstanding of the nature of the
Church in the present existence. It is very clear in the New
Testament that the “wheat” and the “tares” are to coexist in one
social reality until the Lord Christ comes to judge the world.
The point is that God and God only can judge between the
“sheep” and the “goats.” Schism is an arrogation of judgment to
ourselves, which is a most serious mistake. Unity (however it
may be configured) is a gift from God. Will we stop our desperate
maneuvers long enough to receive the gift?X

During WWII, an
advisor to Winston Churchill organized a group to
pause every day at a prescribed hour to pray for
one minute for the safety of England, its people,
and peace. There is now a group of people
organizing the same thing in this country.

Central Time
by praying for the peace of the world and for the
unity of all peoples.

The worship life of the Episcopal Church is ordered in a
series of rhythms. The liturgical year is punctuated by sea-

sons: Advent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Holy Week, Easter,
Pentecost and Ordinary Time.

From Advent to Pentecost, the life and ministry of Jesus is
the thematic focus, Sunday by Sunday. From Trinity Sunday
until the last Sunday after
Pentecost, the weekly
gathering of the commu-
nity reflects on how it can
“seek and serve Christ in
all persons and strive for
justice and peace among
all people,” in the words
of the Baptismal Cov-
enant. The week has its
own rhythm.

The Book of Common
Prayer calls the church to
daily prayer, providing of-
fices for morning, noon,
evening and night. The
prayer book also calls the
church to gather as a con-
gregation once a week to celebrate Eucharist.

Why does the church gather around a table with food and
drink in its primary act of worship? Because God calls the church
to a ministry of reconciliation. The church is called to restore
the dignity of creation. It is all about feeding and being fed. It is
all about making certain that all God’s children are safe, whole

and nourished. The ritual breaking of bread in the midst of the
assembly reminds us of our task while it embodies its reality.

In its early history, the church always celebrated the Eu-
charist on Sunday. For a host of historical and circumstantial
reasons, weekly Communion fell out of fashion over time so
that, by the time Anglicanism was transplanted to the North

American continent,
Sunday morning wor-
ship without Commun-
ion was common. The
drafters of the 1979
Book of Common
Prayer were very clear
about restoring the Eu-
charist to Sunday morn-
ing as a way of under-
scoring the church’s
ministry in the world.

So, as faithful Chris-
tians, we use the Daily
Office in some form,
alone or in community,
to say our daily prayers.
On Sunday, we gather as

the body of Christ in the eucharistic assembly. We take bread,
bless it, break and share it. Then we take our nourished bodies
and souls into the world to do the work God has given us to
do.X
