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The Rt. Rev. John H. MacNaughton

John MacNaughton presents a voice of authority to St. Luke’s–
  the authority that comes from a lifetime of service and lead-

ership in the Episcopal Church. The other half of the MacNaughton
team is his wife Shirley, who is also very active at St. Luke’s.
John and Shirley MacNaughton wed in 1954 and now have five
children, eleven grandchildren, and two great-grandchildren;
MacNaughton baptized the youngest of these on May 13 in the
parents’ Lutheran church in Minneapolis. He said it was nice of
them to allow him to do this as a non-Lutheran guest.

Bp MacNaughton has always felt a real presence of God in
his life. As an example, he refers to a time in 1975 before he
came to Texas. He had been the Rector of St. Stephen’s Church
in Edina, Minnesota for three years when Christ Church in San
Antonio contacted him. He had resolved to address problems at
St. Stephen’s and didn’t want to come to Texas anyway, but his
wife talked him into going through with the interview.  It turned
out that Christ Church was a wonderful fit; he stayed there as
Rector for ten years.

MacNaughton left Christ Church in 1986 when he became
the Bishop of West Texas, retiring in 1996. Just as he retired, St.
Luke’s Church needed an Interim Rector, and he took on this
task for nine months. He is grateful that he could remain at St.
Luke’s as Bishop-in-Residence. He says he now understands that
he has always been a pastoral priest at heart. He was privileged
to serve as a Bishop, but in that role he missed the continuing
contact with ordinary parishioners.

MacNaughton’s call to the priesthood started in high school–
he was attracted but didn’t know why.  At a college conference
he talked alone with the speaker for two hours, wanting to know

if his was a real call.  This per-
son told him to pick ten
people, tell his story, and ask
what they thought. Nine of
those he picked were friends
with no special relation to a
church, and they were all en-
thusiastic about this profes-
sion for him. The tenth was
the local campus student
minister, who recom-
mended against it.

Bp. MacNaughton values
bible study, informed by scholarship and critical tools, and he has
always managed to teach a class one way or another. At St. Luke’s,
he is a popular Christian Formation leader. He says, “These were
real people in the Bible, not unlike us.  What does this say about
who God is and about how we ought to behave?” Another Sunday
comes and there is Bp. MacNaughton standing before the con-
gregation like a rock of stability, celebrating the Eucharist with
his clear, deep voice.

Of his many accomplishments, one that particularly stands
out is his long work with stewardship, for which he received the
Apostles in Stewardship Award at the recent General Conven-
tion.  In 1980 he became chairman of the standing committee on
stewardship, and his excellent 2002 book More Blessed to Give:
Straight Talk on Stewardship is called a classic resource and a valu-
able development tool highly praised by clergy and lay leaders
throughout the church.X

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Our Fathers’ Faith Living Still

Greetings from the front on the 231st
anniversary of American Independence.

It is not particularly fashionable today to talk
about the faith of our fathers, which means
I am happy to do so. Last winter in Iraq, a
wounded soldier struggling with his faith
asked me some difficult questions, e.g., “Pa-
dre, if the Ten Commandments say, ‘Thou
shalt not kill,’ then why am I a soldier whose

job it is to kill people?’”
I could have attempted theological answers, but the soldier

didn’t need more theology. He needed a believer to reassure
him that his faith was not in vain, that the faith he’d been taught
would sustain him in his hour of trial. In that battlefield moment
I worked hard to help the soldier embrace his faith inheritance.
I am about to do the same with you.

Their Faith We 21st-century American Anglicans are
blessed with many fathers to look up to. The Rev’d Frederick
Wm. Faber, for instance, a 19th-century Anglo-Catholic author
of hundreds of hymns, has encouraged generations of Christians
with these words:

Faith of our fathers! Living still
in spite of dungeon, fire and sword:
O how our hearts beat high with joy
whene’er we hear that glorious word.
Faith of our fathers, holy faith!
We will be true to thee ‘till death.

Faber was referring to the loyalty to Rome shown by En-
glish Catholics martyred by King Henry VIII. Indeed Faber went
on to become a Roman Catholic, but his words ring true in the
hearts of all Christians. And the accompanying “Saint Catherine”
hymn-tune is so good we can hum it with conviction.

Faber is not the only father we can look to. Go back to the
faith of the original followers of Jesus. Remember the story of
the paralyzed man who couldn’t reach Jesus in the crowded house?
Luke reports that men “went up on the roof and lowered him on
his mat, through the tiles, right in the middle of the crowd.
Seeing their faith, Jesus said to the paralyzed man, ‘Friend, your
sins are forgiven!’” What’s notable about this story is the faith of
the friends. Their faith, not that of the paralyzed man, led to his
healing. The healing power of God was very much present in
that house.

We should also remember the faith of the American found-
ing fathers. George Washington was an Anglican; Thomas Jefferson
was a Deist; Benjamin Franklin was a womanizer– which tells
me their faith wasn’t much different from ours. (Where two or
three Americans are gathered together in the Lord’s Name,
there’s bound to be theological difference!) Like us, they were
sinners who believed in the providence of God.

There are many, many stories of unsung fathers who “fought
the good fight, finished the race, and kept the faith.” (II Timothy
4.7) You may know some. We who own the faith of Jesus stand on

the shoulders of their faith.
Our Faith I gave those three examples because their faith

is not unrelated to our faith. The faith of our fathers is living still,
in spite of dungeon, fire, and sword. It’s living still in us, though
sometimes disguised. As I began this article, the terrorist plot to
blow up JFK Airport was exposed. This horrible incident strength-
ens my faith that we’re fighting this war with good reason: Ex-
tremists wish us dead. Nothing will change that.

Don’t misunderstand. I am not in the “America: right or
wrong, love it or leave it” camp. I simply suggest that the terror-
ism we fight is real and evil. Somebody’s got to stand up to it. In
one of our Army propaganda commercials a soldier touchingly
says she stays in the Army because there are too many bad people
in this world, and too many good people who do nothing about
it!

The politicians say “our way of life” is under attack. That’s too
generic for me. Our faith in freedom and faith in Christ are the
targets. As for freedom, some people mistakenly believe free-
dom is chaos–that only a dictator can keep us in line. As for
Christ, let there be no doubt, Christianity is under attack through-
out the world. Israel is being emptied of its Christians, an unin-
tentional result of the Israeli-Palestinian crisis. Iraqi Christians,
living in fear, are often kidnapped for ransom or executed out-
right. African Christians are routinely killed for refusing to em-
brace Islam or submit to a dictator.

I’ve seen these things with my own eyes. Many preachers
are saying Christianity is today like it was 2000 years ago: a
minority and persecuted faith.

We say this conflict is not about religion, framing it in West-
ern secular terms. But to our enemies this war is all about reli-
gion. A fellow airman naively suggested that this conflict would
if we departed Iraq and Afghanistan. Unfortunately our enemies
will fight wherever we are, and they will fight to the finish.

As a military chaplain, I am in a unique position to see that,
in spite of our enemies, our fathers’ faith is living still. I’ve lost
count of how many young military personnel tell me they have
no religious convictions; then, when I ask them to describe “how
they were raised,” they reply with the fascinating spiritual jour-
neys of their parents. For them, the parents’ faith hasn’t yet
become their faith.  But stay tuned; when marriage and children
and trials and tribulations come, their faith becomes our faith.

Like our fathers in faith and our fathers in freedom, we must
believe in ourselves. Our faith must look like their faith. I wish I
could return to that wounded soldier in Iraq, for the healing
power of God was very much present in that hospital tent. I’d
tell him his questions blessed me, strengthened my faith, and
inspired the thoughts I’m sharing with you as we celebrate our
independence in 2007.X
