Do you remember when the church  year was
  depicted in a colorful wheel?  As I recall,

the sequence of the year was ordered in a circle,
the symbol of eternity.  In the first half of the
circle, we journey through the earthly life and
work of Jesus: his birth and ministry, his death
and resurrection.  In a sense, we experience those
events with him. The second half of the circle de-
picts the age of the living church, ruled by Christ,
empowered by the Holy Spirit, to the final con-
summation: the second coming and the new cre-
ation.  In observing the Christian Year, we acknowl-
edge that all time is holy; no part of it is separate
from God.

The church year begins with Advent.  The
name means “coming” or “coming to”.  It is a sea-
son of anticipation.  It begins each year on the
Sunday nearest Saint Andrew’s Day (November
30) and includes the four Sundays before Christ-
mas.

However, it is a mistake to think that the Advent season only makes ready for the celebra-
tion of Christmas and Epiphany.  All of the scriptural texts of the season are filled with longings
and pleas and cries for the Lord to come to us.  Are we longing only for the birth of Christ? No!
We do not turn back the clock.  Jesus was born in Bethlehem 2000 years ago and that we
celebrate. We do not expect HIM to be born again–except in the lives of believers.  The season
of Advent reminds us that Jesus, the Christ who came in history, continues to come in mystery
and finally is to come in majesty. At this holy time, we call to the Lord to come into our lives,
personally and corporately, heal all divisions, banish all evil, give strength, and establish justice
as only he can do.

The longings of the Old Testament prophets for the coming of a savior are deeply mean-
ingful to us during Advent.  They are the voices of our spiritual ancestors reminding us to look
forward, to anticipate and most of all to expect the triumph of God in human life.

Celebrate Advent! Be careful not to be trapped in the world’s agenda.
Set aside time every day for prayer, even if for only a few minutes.
Consider using the Advent Wreath, Jesse tree, or Advent calendar for
your devotions.

Advent is for celebrating: God comes into human life.  He is not a
God so far removed that we cannot relate to him.  He is a God who
knows us, lives with us, suffers our disappointments and hurts, and
heals our pain, despair, and empty longings. He is with us through it
all–and offers us Good News.

May God bless us as we enter this Holy Season.X

Please don’t make the same mis
     take I made. Several years ago   my
name came forward to serve on the ves-
try. For years, I had persisted at avoiding
the conversation by masking my life style
choices and talking about how busy I was
at work. I had perfected slipping through
the narthex, making very little eye con-
tact, smiling slightly, and always avoiding
conversations with church leaders other than
listening to a complaint or two about H-E-B.

However hard I avoided it, somehow my name came for-
ward and the rector invited me to lunch to talk about serving on
the vestry. We had a great conversation, but I was anxious and
fearful about the vestry commitment. So, I responded as I learned
from others, “let me pray about it.” Over the next several days,
I did not pray about it. Instead, I thought of all the reasons I could
say “no.” And “no” is how I responded to the rector. That decision
was a mistake.

Over the next several months it became apparent to me
that I was not taking my relationship with the communion of St.
Luke’s seriously. But, as only God can do, He provided me a
second chance. A mid-year vacancy on the vestry provided me
the opportunity to re-consider my commitment to St. Luke’s
and quite frankly, my relationship with God. I said “yes.”

The first couple of meetings I did not say anything; first,
because I was terrified, and second, because I kept trying to fit,
to be a vestry member. Slowly and gently, God persuaded me to
just relax, be myself, and let Him guide this call. In 1 Corinthians
(12. 4-5) we read “There are different kinds of gifts, but the
same Spirit. There are different kinds of service but the same
Lord.”

I was just getting used to this new responsibility when the
rector asked me to serve as senior warden. I was stunned-hon-
ored and humbled at the same time. My anxiety went off the
charts. As before, I responded, “let me pray about it.” And this
time I did pray. In Philippians 4.6 it is written, “Do not be anxious
about anything but in everything, by prayer and petition, with

thanksgiving, present your requests to God.”  I responded, “Yes”
to the rector.

My note to you has two purposes–first, to open your heart
and mind to the will of God in your life; and second, to provide
you with an opening to ask questions and learn about serving as a
leader of this parish–being a member of the vestry at St. Luke’s.
I shared my personal avoidance strategy, my stubbornness, and
my unwillingness to listen for what God has in mind for me
because you may find a parallel in your own life. Here are some
top-line thoughts about serving on vestry.

People who have served on vestry have as many varied ex-
periences as any other leadership role. To some the experience
was negative; to others the experience was positive. For me,
personally, I have been blessed beyond measure by this opportu-
nity to serve. I regret having pushed back on the opportunity to
share my love for Christ and our community by serving that
Lord and that community-I should have said “Yes” long ago.

If you’re thinking about serving on vestry ask people who
have served before.

•What did you like best about serving on the vestry?
•What did you like least about serving on the vestry?

Get a balanced view. And recognize that many times your gifts
will provide you a different experience. Attend a vestry meet-
ing. Theyare open, monthly meetings, which means anyone can
attend.

Prayerfully consider your gifts-where can they uphold our
community? Where will they be a blessing to others? Do not be
daunted by time commitments-God opens up the calendar in
amazing ways when we choose to serve.

Vestry positions are three-year terms. Five new vestry
members will be elected at the annual parish meeting on Sun-
day, January 27. The discernment team for vestry nominees is
Kirk James, Victor Harding, Wade Dahlman, David Schrantz,
and Curt Mowen. If you know of someone who has expressed an
interest in serving on vestry, or you would like more informa-
tion for your discernment of God’s will in your life and service
to this communion, call one of the members of the discernment
team, our clergy, or any member of the vestry.X

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Music and W orship at S t. Luke’ s:
We All Love It, But Who Pays for It?

St. Luke’s is known throughout the Dioceses of West Texas as
  the  parish that worships well. Worship at St. Luke’s is filled

with beauty and grandeur, and we all would agree that music is
an essential element of our worship. However, that beauty and
grandeur come at a cost. The entire cost of the program portion
of the music ministry exceeds $60,000 annually, including the
Chorister Training Program, along with the musicians who sing
and play at the 9.00 and 11.15 a.m. services, not to mention all
the beautiful liturgies offered throughout the year including:
Christmas, Ash Wednesday, Holy Week, Easter, and Solemn Even-
song! Only $11,100 of the more than $60,000 required was allo-
cated in the 2006 general operating budget to support our parish
music ministry.

The St. Luke’s Friends of Music, a group of generous parish
members and supporters, makes up for this extraordinary defi-
cit. The Director of Music, Dr. Eaton and the Friends Board dili-
gently work all year to find funding.

Indisputably music is extremely important at St. Luke’s.
The four graphs below provide a picture of St. Luke’s music

budget and the funds raised by the Friends of Music in compari-
son with the same figures from Christ Church and St. Mark’s
Church. In its budget, St. Mark’s allocates five times more for
music than St. Luke’s. Christ Church allocates ten times more!

More specifically, at Christ Church, just under 5% (approxi-
mately $118,000) of the budget is for music ministry; at St.
Mark’s, 3% (approximately $55,000) of the budget is for music
ministry. At St. Luke’s less than 1% ($11,100) goes to music
ministry. To make up for this disparity, each year the St. Luke’s
Friends of Music must raise more than twice the amount raised
by Christ Church and St. Mark’s Friends of Music put together!

The bottom line is this. We all participate in worship to-
gether, but our budgeting process does not reflect music and
worship as a priority. Your contribution to the St. Luke’s general
budget supports only 22% of the total cost of our music minis-
try! Please help us bridge this gap by considering making a con-
tribution to the St. Luke’s Friends of Music today.

Music Ministr ies
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Take a Second Look Mary Peñaloza, VESTRY MEMBER

Surely you have taken a second and
maybe even a third look at the gor-

geous flower arrangements that have been
gracing St. Luke’s high altar and the chapel
altars recently? A few Sundays ago I heard
one parishioner comment that, “the flow-
ers look like beautiful fireworks.” It’s all
the work of the loving hands of the St. Fran-
cis Guild.

The St. Francis Guild decorates the
church for Christmas and Easter, includ-
ing the traditional Advent wreaths and

palm crosses, but at St. Luke’s it has grown into so much more.
In the last two years the 30-40 active members of the Guild have
supplied Sunday Altar flowers each week. The Sunday flowers are
usually sponsored by a donation from a parishioner, but through
careful monitoring of expenses, the Guild has been able to pro-
vide delightful arrangements every week. Their reputation has
grown so that they are frequently asked to arrange the flowers
for weddings and funerals held at St. Luke’s.

A recent addition has been to rally a group of young moth-
ers and their children who deliver flower arrangements, made
by the Guild, to the homebound among us. As well as the flowers
they include a card reminding people that, even in their ab-
sence, they are loved and remembered at the Altar. What a
blessing of Christian hospitality.

But wait, there’s more! You have probably seen the beauti-
ful, hand-sewn, jeweled Chrismons that appear in the church at
Christmas time. Veronica Peterson explained, “The Chrismons

are designed to be the symbols that
Mary would have chosen to decorate a
Christmas tree to proclaim the truth
about God as seen in Jesus. The colors,
gold and white, symbolize purity and
the majesty of the Son of God and the
Son of Man.”

Since the Guild members have
made enough Chrismons to decorate
the two trees we need for the church
and parlor, they are now offering them
for others. Depending on the intricacy
of the design and work, the donations
suggested range from $15 to $50. Mon-
ies from the Chrismon donations, together with funds from ar-
ranging flowers at weddings and funerals, has enabled the Guild
to donate $6,000 to other Parish groups, to the purchase of new
altar frontals, a scholarship, and a children’s charity. Chrismons
are currently on sale Sunday mornings in the Crossing.

So please seek out members of the St. Francis Guild to thank
them for their generosity to all of us. Veronica Peterson has led
by inspiration and example. Judith Pogue, Xochitl Denton, Kay
Johnson, and Ann Mewborne are faithful contributors as are many
others. This ministry is always fresh and new. Members meet to
work together and have fun. There are luncheons with speakers
and an annual party! New members are certainly welcome–
experience not required. Just get in touch with your artistic
side. And take another look.X

But there are so many.
Don’t think of it as too many; we just
do however many we need to do to
learn the music and make it sound
right.

Interviewing the Choir
The general feeling among choir mem-
bers is the same:”However many rehears-
als it takes to learn the music and make it
sound right.” Director Dr. David Eaton sets
high goals for himself and his choir mem-
bers and they all strive to reach and sur-
pass each of those goals–from the young-
est cherub to the oldest canary–they sing
to and for the glory of God. Their efforts
have made them one of the most respected
and admired choirs in San Antonio, and they
belong to us, the entire family of St. Luke’s
Episcopal Church.

So, when the choirs of St. Luke’s be-
gin to sing, especially during this beautiful
and busy Christmas season, pause to listen
and rejoice as they help us make a joyful
noise unto the Lord.

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Diocesan Ne ws

Several weeks ago members of the Diocese responded to a call
  from Bishop Gary Lillibridge to spend a few hours discern-

ing the “core values” that will define and guide us as a Diocesan
family. Members from all 91 churches in our Diocese met in
seven locations on the same day. We were led through specific
exercises to search for greater understanding of who we are and
what we are to be about. St Luke’s Church was well represented
with eleven men and women– Frs. Cole and Prehn, members of
the Vestry, and other church leaders participated.

The day began with a message from the Bishop. Recognizing
that we have challenges ahead as never before, Bishop Lillib-
ridge said, “In our culture, change is occurring at a staggering
pace. Because there is so much change all around, we must avoid
the temptation to fall into stagnation for want of a clear focus in
our ministry or assume that it is business as usual for the Chris-
tian faith.”

Core values are the essential and timeless standards that do
not change. They are the values that are given to us by God. We
discover them and sometimes we must rediscover them or re-
commit to them. They are the basis of the ministries that we
undertake. Our Diocese is large and diverse; each congregation
has its own personality. But all of our core values are rooted in

the life and ministry of Jesus Christ. This is the foundation of our
life and ministry with one another and the world in which we
live.

I was pleased to be at the workshop held at St. George Epis-
copal Church. We worked individually and in small groups to
identify what each of our congregations considers central to our
mission. Then we examined some of the essential sources of our
Church–Scripture, the creeds and the Prayer Book–searching
for the common threads. Through this process we were able to
pick out the four or five most basic elements of our faith.

Knowing our core values leads us to a clear understanding of
our core purpose. Bishop Lillibridge read Acts 1.8-9, reminding
us that Jesus gave us marching orders “… be my witnesses… to the
ends of the earth”. Rediscovering and recommitting to our core
values will shape our lives and our Christian work.

We will certainly be hearing more about this in the coming
months. In fact, it will be a main topic at the Diocesan Council
meeting held in February. Having a firm grasp of our core values
will be the guide for us as we face challenges in the days ahead,
confident in the love of God, the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit.X

Core Values for the Episcop al Diocese of W est Texas

In response to numerous requests, we are pleased to provide a copy of the
re-phrased Beatitudes presented by Bp. MacNaughton in his sermon on
Sunday, November 4. One way to use this copy might be to pin it on your
bulletin board or refrigerator door so you can refer to it from time to
time. The original text appears in bold typefollowed by Bp.
MacNaughton’s version.

Blessed are the poor in spirit . The blessing of God
will come to us when we are penitently conscious of our own
spiritual poverty. At that moment of honest penitence, we will
already be citizens of the Kingdom of God.

Blessed are those who mourn. The blessing of God
will come to us when we willingly join in the sufferings of
others, for out of that offering of sorrow to others we will also
feel the power of God’s comfort for ourselves.

Blessed are the meek for they shall inherit the
earth. The blessing of God will come to us in our meekness,
when we choose to use our power to solve problems and not
to control people, for when we can live with other people in
that way, we will inherit a piece of eternity.

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst after
righteousness for they shall be filled. The blessing of
God will come to us when we long for righteousness in our
life as a hungry person longs for food and a thirsty person longs
for water, for in that moment of longing we will be filled with
the peace of God.

Bishop MacNaughton explains the Beatitudes
Blessed are the merciful for they shall obtain

mercy. The blessing of God will come to us when we try to
understand people rather than to judge them, for when we are
able to see with their eyes, others will do the same for us, and
we will know the mercy that God has prepared for all of us in
Jesus Christ.

Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see
God. The blessing of God will come to us when our motives
are right, even though our actions may be clumsy, for in that
time of inner purity, we shall be granted a vision of God.

Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be
called sons of God. The blessing of God will come to us
when we seek peaceful and positive relationships between our-
selves and others and between others and others, for then we
will be doing God-like work as his sons and daughters.

Blessed are those who are persecuted for righ-
teousness sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
The blessing of God will come to us when we do what is right,
in spite of anything those around say or do, for, in that mo-
ment, we will know that we do not belong to anyone but God.

And when Jesus had finished saying these things, the crowds
were astonished at his teaching, for he taught them as one who
really understood how life was best to be lived.
